The English question: What is the nation’s identity?

| spent St George's Day this year in Nottingham, among a large crowd bedecked in the
red and white of their national saint. "Why can't we celebrate St George?" they asked me. "The
Irish, Scots and Welsh have their national days. Why can't we English have ours?"

The irony was obvious. No-one had suggested they couldn't. Indeed, a huge St George's
flag was draped across the town hall and police were good-naturedly marshalling hundreds of
patriots to the main square. The lord mayor of Nottingham, in full regalia, had given the official
send-off.

I have encountered such defensiveness many times. There is a commonly held belief that,
for all its size and influence within the union, England is treated like an embarrassing uncle at a
wedding.

It is fair to say that the politics of devolution over the past 20 years have focused attention
on the identity politics of other parts of the United Kingdom. The appropriation of the St
George's flag by elements of the far right has also intensified squeamishness for English
nationalism.

But the relationship between the people of England and the country in which they dwell
is fundamental to understanding the volatility of contemporary politics.

How proud is your area of being English?

Which part of the UK presents its greatest existential challenge? Scotland as it tests the
waters of independence? Northern Ireland with its borders buffeted by the winds of Brexit? The
nationalist flames of the Welsh dragon, perhaps?

The answer, | believe, is to be found buried in the soil of England. A quarter of the
population believe English interests should be prioritised, even if that were to threaten the United
Kingdom.

England has long been the conundrum at the heart of the union, which is why, two years
ago, | proposed the BBC should conduct a comprehensive survey of English identity. I suggested
that until we understood what England means to its people, predicting its future would be very
difficult.

The day | was due to discuss my plan with senior editors was 20 February 2016. The
meeting never took place, of course. That morning David Cameron announced the UK would
hold a referendum on our membership of the European Union.

Almost two years later and 'The English Question' project did finally get the go-ahead.
Working with the pollsters YouGov and academics, we devised a questionnaire on identity and
belonging, to be completed by more than 20,000 people in England.

Although the focus of the research was England, we also commissioned surveys in
Scotland, Wales and in Northern Ireland to compare and contrast attitudes across the kingdom.

The importance of leisure time for young people, particularly as it relates to
personal and community development, as well as given a wide range of opportunities for
meaningful participation within the community, provided or facilitated by a multitude of
organizations, institutions and programs in all sectors. Certain major themes basic health,
risk behavior reduction, education, employment and political participation constitute the
pillars of youth policy. Indeed, they are the foundations of human resource development
in general, reflecting a continuum of goals from protection to prevention to civic and
economic participation.

They are the domains of responsibility of the main public systems charged with
providing services and opportunities for youth. They represent the core indicators against
which Governments and advocates track progress. They do not, however, represent the
totality of young people’s lives; herein lays the challenge. In every culture, there are
hours in the day when young people are not formally required to be in school or engaged
in household or paid work. They choose to be involved in various activities, and there are
public and private programs, organizations and individuals who support their
participation. These hours, these activities and often even these programs are considered
discretionary. They are viewed as optional nice but not necessary, or even particularly
important. These are the hours, the activities and the programs whose absence or
disappearance would not be noticed by policy makers but would be very much felt by
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young people. Public recognition of their importance is low, a fact reflected in the
scarcity of relevant data.

Equally important, it is these hours, activities and programs that policy makers,
programed planners and frequently the public have few qualms about reducing. When
crime rates go up, the quality and quantity of young people’s discretionary hours are often
diminished by strict curfews. When test scores drop or family incomes dip, opportunities
to participate in voluntary activities are often restricted, as the hours required for work or
study are increased. When public funds are low, sports, recreation and cultural programs
and institutions are often among the first casualties. In a number of sectors, these hours
and activities and the infrastructure that supports them are seen as promising means to
achieve specific, well-defined ends, including delinquency prevention, formal education
or HIV/AIDS prevention. Reducing idle time is adopted as a delinquency prevention
strategy, youth counsellors are heralded as effective messengers for reaching peers and
family members, and youth organizations are funded to reach and train young people who
have failed in the mainstream educational system.

Physical Activity and Nutrition

Research indicates that staying physically active can help prevent or delay certain
diseases, including some cancers, heart disease and diabetes, and also relieve depression
and improve mood. Inactivity often accompanies advancing age, but it doesn't have to.
Check with your local churches or synagogues, senior centers, and shopping malls for
exercise and walking programs. Like exercise, your eating habits are often not good if you
live and eat alone. It's important for successful aging to eat foods rich in nutrients and avoid
the empty calories in candy and sweets.

Being overweight or obese increases your chances of dying from hypertension, type
2 diabetes, coronary heart disease, stroke, gallbladder disease, osteoarthritis, sleep apnea,
respiratory problems, dyslipidemia and endometrial, breast, prostate, and colon cancers.

Tobacco is the single greatest preventable cause of illness and premature death in
the U.S. Tobacco use is now called "Tobacco dependence disease.” The Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC) says that smokers who try to quit are more successful when
they have the support of their physician.

Substance abuse usually means drugs and alcohol. These are two areas we don't
often associate with seniors, but seniors, like young people, may self-medicate using legal
and illegal drugs and alcohol, which can lead to serious health consequences. In addition,
seniors may deliberately or unknowingly mix medications and use alcohol. Because of our
stereotypes about senior citizens, many medical people fail to ask seniors about possible
substance abuse.

Dementia is not part of aging. Dementia can be caused by disease, reactions to
medications, vision and hearing problems, infections, nutritional imbalances, diabetes, and
renal failure. There are many forms of dementia (including Alzheimer's Disease) and some
can be temporary. With accurate diagnosis comes management and help. The most
common late-in-life mental health condition is depression. If left untreated, depression in
the elderly can lead to suicide. Here's a surprising fact: The rate of suicide is higher for
elderly white men than for any other age group, including adolescents.

Among seniors, falls are the leading cause of injuries, hospital admissions for
trauma, and deaths due to injury. One in every three seniors (age 65 and older) will fall
each year. Strategies to reduce injury include exercises to improve balance and strength and
medication review. Home modifications can help reduce injury. Home security is needed to
prevent intrusion. Home-based fire prevention devices should be in place and easy to use.
People aged 65 and older are twice as likely to die in a home fire as the general population.
